Market Depot (Food Pantry): January - 467 households, 1252 individuals, 30,976 lbs. of food given out; February - 528
households, 1,300 individuals, 35,027 lbs. of food given out; March - 534 households, 1,385 individuals, 37,861 lbs. of food given
out!
Dining Car (Soup Kitchen): Individuals served: January-9,215; February-6,743, March- 7,272; Laundry-940 quarterly total;
Showers-686 quarterly total. 
Case Management: We have 417 new individuals added this quarter on top of the 763 repeat clients assisted. (case management
assists with applying for resources & providing essential basic needs; while also financially assisting with medical, dental, mental
health, &housing/shelter needs)
Children’s Express: January - 1,396 children served (3 weeks) February - 1,906 children served all month, March 1,904 children
served for the month. 
PIT count for 2026: Total Homeless - 534 including 53 children & 19 Veterans. Keep in mind this years PIT count was completed
during an ice storm where many homeless in our community had sought shelter before the storm and could not be found for the
count. The Point In Time count is projected to be 40% higher than the actual numbers show due to missed individuals.
